“Momo Challenge”
As most of you are aware Momo is another one of these viral media “things” that nobody is sure what to call.  Probably the best terms is “viral media scares”.

Viral media scares present a bit like old-fashioned ‘chain letters’ only with a cyber-bully twist and it can be hard to know whether they’re real, where they come from and what to do about it.

The latest of these, characterised by the disturbing image of a black-haired, bug-eyed woman appears to be the ‘Momo Challenge’.  Momo first came to light last summer, after being allegedly linked to a number of deaths in Argentina, Columbia and India.

‘Momo’ refers to accounts in WhatsApp (but also seen in Reddit, You Tube and Instagram) that reportedly send a message saying something like “you should send a message to this number ---------

which will send you predictions about your future”.
According to some reports, the message might include a threat that the recipient will be cursed if they don’t reply.  If someone does contact “Momo” they reportedly get other threats frightening photos, and/or challenges to complete harmful tasks.

Momo is more than one account because copycats often join as coverage grows, and more than one phone number associated with it has been found in WhatsApp.  Momo doesn’t appear to be as widespread as “Blue Whale” was but this could be early days.

Please ensure you monitor you children’s use of social media.
